FOR YOUR HOLIDAYS

*Glass collection will be carried out once every two weeks (according to the household waste collection calendar).

RURAL AREAS USERS
The waste containers are the same as for household users, except for organic 
waste: compost bin + 10 L under-sink bin. Please, dispose of the organic waste 
in the compost bin. 120/240 L lockable containers are also provided (one for 
each waste fraction) which must be placed alongside the road.

HOUSEHOLD USERS  
Residual waste: grey bags; Organic waste: compostable bags + 10L under-sink 
bin + 25L bin; Paper and cardboard: paper bags; Multimaterial packaging: 
yellow bags + 50L yellow bin. One 50L bin is also provided for setting out 
residual waste, paper and cardboard.  



Bulky waste, leaves, grass and tree clippings, large household appliances: please, take them to recycling centre if present in 
your Municipality. Alternatively you can set a pick-up time for home collection by calling the foll free number 800517692 or by 
sending an email to numeroverde@reaspa.it. You can also open a ticket on www.reaspa.it/ritiro-ingombranti/.

Small household appliances, batteries, oil, medicines and used clothing: consult with the collection centers of Collesalvetti 
and Stagno.

           ORGANIC
Food leftovers in general: egg shells, unlit ashes, coffee grounds, 
and tea and herbal tea filters, napkins and dirty handkerchiefs in 
biodegradable material without printing, corks, fabric pods, everything 
that is compostable (bags).

Anything that is not biodegradable, glass, and plastic, vegetable oil.

           PAPER AND 
           CARDBOARD

Gift paper, calendars (free of plastic or aluminum parts), pizza boxes 
(free of organic residues), cardboard packaging, corrugated cardboard 
packaging, newspapers, books, paper bags, boxes, notebooks.

Dirty paper (with organic or cleanser residue), chemical or copying 
paper, oiled, tin foil, plastified, adhesive or kerosene coated paper for 
deli meats, receipts, dirty trays, bakery or fish products, baking paper.

           
Plastic bottles, plastic and polystyrene trays, snack and pasta packages, 
cans, tin cans, tetrapak juice/milk packages free of organic residue, 
aluminum trays and foils: free of organic residue!

Plastic cutlery, toys, CDs, DVDs, crystal and mirrors, light bulbs and 
neon, ceramics, porcelain, plastic in biodegradable material, anything 
that is not packaging.

           GLASS Glass bottles, empty glass food jars (clean before discarding), (empty) 
cosmetic glass bottles and containers.

Knick-knacks, light bulbs and neon lights, crystal stemware and 
glasses, Pyrex dishes, mirrors, ceramic tableware, metal, cork and 
plastic stoppers. Everything that is not packaging.

RESIDUAL WASTE 
(RUR)

Greasy paper, toothbrushes, cosmetics, vacuum bags, razors, 
lighters, costume jewellery, candles, plastic-coated paper, 
sandpaper, CDs, plasters, cigarette butts, tights, stationery, animal 
droppings, pet litters, plastic capsules, disposable gloves and 
masks, shellfish (e.g. mussels and clams), nappies and pads.

Everything that is recyclable.
